Purpose and content: The State Environmental Inspectorate inspection report is a
document that records the fact of the inspection of business entities. Report presents
information about detected violations of the requirements of legislation in the field of
environmental protection and its compliance. Inspection object - enterprises, production
sites, equipment, installations, territories, etc. - which are associated with a harmful
effect on the surrounding natural environment (including their placement, design,
construction, reconstruction, and commissioning), objects of natural reserve fund.
According to the Law "On the basic principles of state supervision (control) in the field of
economic activity", planned inspections of state control bodies must take place according
to a certain schedule. Depending on the number of criteria, the enterprise can be
classified as an object with different potential for danger: insignificant risk; medium level
of danger; high risk. Audits are scheduled every 5 years for the first group of
enterprises, every 3 years for the second, and every 2 years for the last.

The list of issues subject to verification of compliance with the requirements of
environmental legislation are contained in the unified form of the Act of Verification of
Compliance.

Holder of document: One copy (with relevant attachments) is handed over to the
manager (or a person authorized by him) of the business entity. CA corresponding note
is made on the last page of the copies of the inspection report with the signature of the
person who received the inspection report, indicating the position, surname and initials,
and as well as the date of receipt of the act. The second copy of the inspection report is
kept by the State Inspectorate. In the case of the FME the document is typically
available at the Department of Forest Management of the FME (Chief Forester).

Signature required by: On the last day of inspection, two copies are signed by the state
inspectors who conducted the inspection, and all members of the commission (if the
inspection was conducted by the commission), the manager or an authorized person of
the business entity. If the business entity does not agree with the act, it signs the act
with comments. If the business entity refuses to sign the act, this is noted in the
inspection act.

Evidence limitations and weaknesses:
e Publicly available database at the inspections.gov.ua which is normally used to verify
this inspection acts are not available during martial law in Ukraine.
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e Some of the inspection's acts contain a lot of detailed information about minor
violations of environmental law and require sufficient time to analyze it.

Key considerations when checking the document:

[l General information on current and previously conducted inspections;

[l Violations of the requirements of the legislation in the field of environmental
protection which were found during inspection;

[l The comments of the business entity (which is an integral part of the inspection act)
regarding the implementation of state supervision (control).

Exceptions: Not applicable
Purpose and content:

All Land Codes of Ukraine (1992, 2001) required registration of land rights. Previously,
these were state acts, now it is the registration of land plots in the State Land Cadastre,
and the rights to them in the State Register of Real Property Rights. But in cases with
state or communal forest lands, it did not always work. In most cases, it was considered
that the decision of the authorities to grant state forestry enterprises is sufficient. FMEs
as landowners did not "concern" about the establishment of clear boundaries of land
plots and the preparation of state acts. Such decisions dating back to Soviet times are
today often the only document that confirms the right of many state forestry enterprises
on land. As a result, in 2018 only slightly more than 3.5 million hectares of state forest
farms were properly registered. The information on 53% of such lands in the State Land
Cadaster was not available.

The current legislation requires the mandatory agreement of the boundaries of land plots
with neighbors (Agreement is a step [requirement] for issuing Act [previous years] or
getting Registration from State Register for Real Estate). But different documents were
issued to confirm it since the Ukraine independence. From 1992 to 2001, a State Act on
a land plot of pink (red) color was in effect in Ukraine, which did not contain the
cadastral number of the land plot. In addition to the lack of information on the cadastral
number, the pink acts could contain data on several land plots with different purposes.
For example, for running a private peasant farm, as well as for the construction and
maintenance of a residential building, farm buildings and structures (homestead).

The adoption of the new Land Code of Ukraine in 2001 necessitated the adoption of new
laws, which were a logical continuation of the provisions of the Land Code, as well as the
bringing of by-laws into compliance with the provisions of the latter. In connection with
this, in 2002, a new form of state act of green color was approved.

In the new state deed, it was no longer possible to specify more than one plot of land.
The implementation of the state land Cadastre base allowed assigning a separate unique
cadastral number to each land plot entered in the Cadastre. Each cadastral number
consists of 19 digits separated by colons and contains information about the code of the
region, cadastral zone, quarter and number of a specific land plot.
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The state act of green color, like the pink one, remains valid to this day. However, in
order to conclude agreements regarding the land plot (on the ownership transfer or
lease), in any case, it is necessary to obtain an extract from the State Land Cadastre.

The need to improve the form of the state act, approved in 2002, at the end of 2008 led
to the introduction of amendments to Resolution of the CMU No. 449 dated 04/02/2002.
The updated form of the state act was printed on blue forms. The main changes to the
form consisted in supplementing the state act with a separate field to indicate the
identification number (code) of the owner of the land plot. The state act of blue color
also remains valid to this day, but in order to dispose of the rights to the land plot, it is
necessary to obtain a Registration in the State Land Cadastre.

Since 2013, a number of laws have entered into force, according to which the concept of
registration of data on a land plot in the cadastre and the concept of registration of
rights (ownership, use, easement, etc.) in relation to a land plot were separated. From
2016 to the present time, only an extract from the State Register of Property Rights to
real estate is issued based on the results of the registration of the right to a land plot.
The certificate of registration of ownership of the land plot is no longer issued.

Holder of document: Forest Management Enterprise is the holder of the document. In
the case of the FME the document is typically available at the Department of Forest
Management.

Signature required by: The act must be registered in the Book of Records of
Registration of State Acts on Land Ownership and Permanent Use of Land. The document
must be signed by the Head of the local self-government body or executive body and the
Chief of the

state body on land resources.

Key considerations when checking the document: In order to check online whether a
land plot is registered or to search for the location of another land plot by cadastral
number, the following steps must be taken:

1. Go to the "Public Cadastral Map of Ukraine" website:
http://map.land.gov.ua/kadastrova-karta

2. In the upper search window, type the cadastral number indicated on the extract from
the cadastre or a state act. The system will provide the following information about
the plot of land: location, purpose and ownership of the plot (state, communal,
private)

3. In order to find a plot of land by cadastral number, to check the name of the owner
of a plot of land by cadastral number, a citizen must have a state deed of a new
model indicating the cadastral number or an extract from the state land cadastre. If
you do not have this information, you need to contact the land management
organization and order the service of assigning a cadastral humber to the land plot.

Purpose and content: Forest Management Plan is developed in accordance with the legal
acts regulating forest management organisation. It's a detailed document defining the
work of the forest user (FME) for the next ten years (revision period).

Forest Management Plan included the following materials:

explanatory note to the Project on organization and development of forestry;
biometric descriptions of forests;

notification of the determination of the estimated forest cut for the project period in
the event that forest management materials are used for felling for main use;
funds for felling, reforestation, afforestation, forest plots and non-forest lands that
are not subject to afforestation, information on planned forestry measures;
planning and cartographic materials on paper and electronic media, produced on an
updated cartographic basis in digital form as sets of thematic geospatial data;
State Forest Cadaster forms;

materials for the division of forests into categories and the selection of specially
protected forest areas;

conclusions on the belonging of a specific forest area or its parts to primeval forests,
quasi-primal forests or natural forests and identification forms of primeval forests,
quasi-primal forests and natural forests;

conclusions on taking into account the results of zoological, botanical and
geobotanical research;

minutes of forest management meetings;

tables for taking into account suggestions and comments;

substantiation of estimated forest cuts.

Holder of document: All forest owners (state or communal specialized forestry
enterprises or individuals and legal entities who rent forests).

Slgnature/SeaI required by:

Forest management plan are approved by order of the territorial body of the State
Forestry Agency and are valid until the date of cancellation of the order on their
approval (except for planning and cartographic materials of forest management,
which will continue to be used to confirm the right of permanent use by state forestry
enterprises of land plots designated for forestry in accordance with the Forest Code
of Ukraine). The order on the approval of forest management materials is canceled
by order of the territorial body of the State Forestry Agency after the expiration of
the 15-year period from the date of approval of the basic forest management
materials or upon approval of the basic forest management materials for a new
project period.

After the review of forest management plan the territorial bodies of the State
Forestry Agency submit the forest management plan and the minutes of the forest
management meetings for approval by the Ministry of Environment through
electronic interaction of the executive authorities in electronic form.

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The minutes of the forest management meeting are approved by the signature of the
head of the territorial body of the State Forestry Agency and certified by a seal.
Remarks and suggestions regarding forest management materials are attached to
the protocol.

Key considerations when checking the document:

O

The plan will be valid for a specific period after Approval. Check if the plan is
approved and within the valid period

Check if the growth rate is estimated justifiably and the planned harvest volume
(Annual Allowable Cut by species) does not surpass the estimated growth rate.
Compare with annual harvest quota approved by forest authority to check that there
is no significant discrepancy in harvest volume.

Check if it includes all legally required elements, such as forest resources status quo,
growth rate, planned harvest volume, regeneration plan, biodiversity protection,
forest fire-prevention, pest and disease control?

Is the species to be harvested within the management plan, the same as in the
harvest permit (if available)?

Are there any rare and endangered species of flora and fauna mentioned, protected
forests/areas, protection zones for the preservation of biodiversity in forests? If
applicable, are there any protective measures to the protected area?

Title of the documents:

e Waybill (TTN)/ ToBapo-TpaHCMOPTHiI HakNaaHi
e Product specification/Cneuundikauis

Applicable to: All Forestry Enterprises

Purpose and content: The waybill is issued for each transportation of wood and wood
products. The removal (transportation) of forest products from forest is documented by
a specialized waybill called TTN-forest which used by the state forestry enterprises (see
the example below), while other forestry enterprises (some communal forestry
enterprises which didn’t finalize yet introducing electronic accounting of wood (Unified
state system of electronic accounting of wood) continue to use the standard form No. 1-
TN approved by the order of the Ministry of Transport of Ukraine dated December 29,
1995. 488/346

A waybill TTN is issued for each trip of a car or other form of transport. When exporting
commercial wood, the following are indicated: species, assortments, grade, length,
diameter in the upper section, number of pieces, volume in cubic meters. When
removing whips it is indicated: species, number of pieces, length, volume in cubic
meters. When exporting firewood, the following are indicated: the species, the number
of cubic meters.

The waybill contains the following details:

- number;

- date;

- the number and date of the order on the basis of which it was issued;

- the number and date of the power of attorney under which forest products are
received, or the number and date of the incoming cash order;

- make and number of the car from which organization and the name of the driver;

- the name of the organization or the name of the recipient;

- signatures and positions of the persons who handed over and accepted the timber
products (legible).

The specified forms are used both for transportation within the enterprise (lower
warehouses, wood processing shops and other divisions), and for the sale of wood
products to the buyer. When selling timber products, the "Specification-bill of lading for
shipment of timber products" (LH-25 form) is added to the waybill. It contains
quantitative, qualitative and geometric characteristics of forest products: assortment;
species; sort; length; diameter by degrees of thickness, indicating the number of logs
and cubic meters. The term for removal of all timber products from the forest expires on
April 1 of the following year after the logging ticket is issued.

Specification (detailed description — species, assortments, diameters, length for the state
FMEs called Form-J1I 25) for each document (waybill TTN, etc.), in which the volumes
are listed by diameters and lengths with an indication of the species.

Holder of document: State Forestry Enterprise. The waybill is issued in four copies. The
first copy remains with the sender, the second - in the final warehouse, the third and
fourth are given to the driver (if the transport is hired) or left in the accounting
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department (if the transport is owned). The third copy is added to the travel document
and is the basis for accounting for transport work for the driver's salary, and the fourth
is added to the report on the movement of timber products.

Signature required by: The waybill contains a QR code, which indicates all the bar codes
of the loaded logs. This helps to avoid recurrence the use of the same transport
documents for several loads. In the database of the system, a branch register is formed,
using which the employees of the State Forest Guard can quickly establish the place of
harvesting and the legal grounds for harvesting wood, as well as control its movement
from the felling to the final destination consumer.

Evidence limitations and weaknesses: Since there are cases when the same waybill is
used a few times for transportation of wood of both legal and illegal origin such
violations can be checked only in the field conditions, otherwise, it is easily falsified.

Key considerations when checking the document:

[l On the website open.ukrforest.com, you can check the legality of transporting wood
products according to three criteria:

- by car number;

- by waybill number (TTN);

- by log plastic tag number.

[0  When checking the documentation for the transportation of wood on a vehicle
(waybill - TTN), attention should be paid to:

- number and date of the order on the basis of which it was issued; the number and
date of the power of attorney under which the forest products are received, or the
number and date of the incoming cash order;

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Records of inspection and inventory of
allotment and mensuration of harvest area/
MaTepiasibHO-rpoLwwoBa OLUiHKA NiCOCIKU

Applicable to: All Forestry Enterprises

Purpose and content: The inspection and inventory of allotment and mensuration of
harvest area consists in determining the total stock of wood intended for felling, dividing
it into the business part, technological, fuel wood and residuals, as well as the division of
timber into size categories and timber assortments. In addition, during the material
evaluation of forest harvests, the average volume of tree whip is calculated. Calculations
are carried out for each plot within the forest line, and if there are several measurement
divisions on the plot - for each of them.

Holder of document: All primary documents on the selection and measurements of
logging areas, including field outlines of logging sites, information on lists of trees that
have been felled, information on the material and monetary assessment of logging sites,
acts of designation of logging sites for logging, are stored in offices of forestry units of
the FMEs. The records of the inventory of allotment and mensuration of harvest area can
be found at the Forestry Department of the FME. In the year preceding the year of the
start of felling, but no later than October 1, FME present to loggers the allocated
harvesting areas with a records of the inventory of allotment and mensuration of harvest
area for preliminary transfer.

Signature required by: The field list of trees designated for felling is signed by the head
of the Division for the selection and measurement of forest harvesting areas and the
specialists who completed the field list of trees measurement.

Evidence limitations and weaknesses: The calculation of the material assessment
(inspection and inventory of allotment and mensuration of harvest area) Is performed on
the basis of data from the field list information. In particular, all data are transferred to
the list and evaluation list by species, degrees of thickness and categories of technical
suitability. If some violations happened during the field inventory they cannot be
identified in documents after harvesting is done.

For
example, the Ministry of Environment can oblige FME to monitor the state of forest
reservoirs (lake, river) during felling. If the results of such monitoring indicate pollution
of water bodies, the court can suspend logging.

1. carrying out an inspection of forest cuttings in order to identify the correctness of
their development, to identify left undercuts, unremoved wood, etc.; ¢ recording of
harvested wood;

2. implementation of constant monitoring of animal and plant species listed in the Red

Book of Ukraine, with subsequent provision of quarterly separate lists of Red Book

species;

monitoring of tree-dwelling insects;

4. monitoring the presence of protected species and habitats within the territories of the
Emerald Network (if the latter exists), as well as conducting research on the impact
on such species and habitats.

Purpose and content: The Unified State Register is the only state information system
that provides collection, accumulation, processing, protection, accounting and provision
of information about legal entities, individual entrepreneurs and public formations that
do not have the status of a legal entity.

The State Registration Service of Ukraine can provide the following types of extracts:

- The basic one is a document that contains the name, code, location, founders and
manager, contact information, the main KVED (code according the classification of
the types of economic activities), the date of registration and its number, and some
other important data.

- Extended - contains almost all the information that is in the UDR.

- Selective - contains the name, code, location, information about registration actions,
including dates. It should be noted that in certain cases, when it is required to
provide information about the termination date, it is necessary to request a sample
extract.

To get an extract from the UDR for free, open Opendatabot and make a request for the
UDRPOU code of the legal entity- https://opendatabot.ua/open/edr

Holder of document: Business entities.

Seal/Signature required by: Extracts from the Unified State Register of Legal Entities,
Individual Entrepreneurs and Public Organizations in paper and electronic forms have the
same legal status.

Evidence limitations and weaknesses:

[l In the conditions of martial law and within one month from the date of its
termination or cancellation, information from the Unified State Register and the
State Register of Rights at the request of individuals and legal entities is provided
by state registrars, notaries, as well as administrators of centers for the provision
of administrative services, the workplace (office) of which located within the
administrative-territorial unit, which is not included in the list of administrative-
territorial units approved in accordance with paragraph 12 of this resolution.

[0 The list of administrative-territorial units, within which users' access to unified
and state registers, the holder of which is the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine
(hereinafter referred to as the List), is suspended during martial law, is published
on the official website of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine at the link:
https://minjust.gov.ua/n/22663.
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The list of subjects of state registration, by which state registration is carried out
under martial law, is published and updated on the official website of the Ministry
of Justice of Ukraine at the link:

https://minjust.gov.ua/pages/list of state registrars and officials ministry of j
ustice.

The list of notaries, who perform notarial acts regarding valuable property under
martial law, is published at the link:

Thus, to obtain information from the Unified State Register, individuals and legal
entities can apply to the state registrar, notary, as well as to the administrator of
the center for the provision of administrative services, whose workplace (office) is
located within the administrative-territorial unit that is not included in the List.

Does the business scope (KVED code) cover the activities of the company?

Is the Business Registration Number (Tax Code) the same as the invoice?

Purpose and content: The Documents on Health and Occupational Safety include a list of
internal procedures, the journal for registration of the Health and Safety Service
prescriptions, protocols for initial and regular training of staff on occupational health and
safety, documents that H&S equipment has been supplied to forest workers.

Exceptions: Individual Entrepreneur without employees do not need to instruct himself.
But as soon as Individual Entrepreneur sign the first employment contract, he/she will be
required to conduct safety training.

Holder of document: Any enterprises.

Signature required: The documents are typically signed by the director of the FME and
head/engineer of the Department of Health and Occupational Safety

Key considerations when checking the document:

[1 List of internal procedures on Health and Safety Service should cover all production
units taking into account specific features of all available machines and equipment

[1 Prescriptions which are mentioned in the journal for registration of the Health and
Safety Service should be taken into account and corresponding measures should be
developed and implemented,

[1 Protocols for initial and regular training of staff on occupational health and safety
should confirm timely training for all workers,

[l H&S protective equipment according to the available norms should be purchased and
supplied for workers what can be estimated by checking invoices on purchase of such
equipment, and personal cards of workers for safety equipment (overalls, special
footwear, protective devices) accounting.

[1 Confirming receiving protective equipment by signatures of the workers.
